Notice of Race: National 12 Vintage Championship 2023.

(RRS) 2021-2024, except as shall be modified by the NCSC Sailing Instructions and the Rules of National Twelve
Class except restricted by the following:-

a. Boats competing are to be of a wooden clinker or ribbed wood construction.
b. No foiled rudders or trim tab centreboards allowed.

C. No boats with double floors will be allowed.

d. No carbon masts permitted; carbon booms are permitted.
